Understanding Judging in lllinois 2023-2024

lllinois is piloting a modified judging process for the 2023-2024 MASTERPIECE season. Teams will
participate in two 12-minute judging sessions: one session will address the Innovation Project and
how Core Values was used during the innovation project process, and the other session will address
the Robot Design and how Core Values was used during the robot design process.

Innovation Project & Core Values Judging

Innovation Project judging will be done in a private judging room. Depending on facility, spectators
affiliated with the team will be allowed to watch the team. Spectators are not allowed to interact with
the team or judges. Judging rooms vary in terms of

space and accessible power. The team will have 1-minute to setup for their
presentation.
